We will continue to communicate to the community and other veterans’ organizations about are new location and an upcoming Open House.

Monthly Reports: Bryan Fry gave a brief overview on the Financial Charts and Veterans Program. We are 74 clients fewer that last year. Both offices are consistently busy.  We are at year end numbers at this time. At presentation log-ins show 866 clients were homeless. We had 799 new clients unduplicated seeking services Total Dollar amount of financial assistance 833,521.00 for 2017, it’s up a little more than 2016.
Leo Flor discussed the Governesses Plan; we have transmitted a plan in August 2017, for restructure of the Levy Oversight board and the King County Veterans Advisory Board to integrate the two boards. The plan has been considered by the Regional Policy Committee amended the plan and added another board, specific to housing. The plan now has to go back to Health, Housing and Human Service Committee and will take this up in February 2018.
