21A.12.230 A and is not contiguous to other
establ i shnments on nearby parcels, is the project required
to be nore than one mle from"other establishnments" (as
referenced in KC C 21A 12.230)? O, nust "other
establ i shnments"” not part of the project be contiguous to
the project and be calculated as part of the total 15, 000
sq. ft. of gross floor area? (Karen Scharer)

Di scussi on:

The Conm ttee agreed that the intent of the code is to keep
commercial establishnments in residential zones from overtaking
the primary residential nature of the area. Thus, commerci al
establishments in residential zones are intended to be at | east
one mle fromother comrercial establishnments, as stated in
K.C.C. 21A 12.230 B.

"B. Establishments shall not be | ocated | ess than one
mle fromanot her commercial establishment, unless

| ocated with other establishnents neeting the criteria in
par agraph A.;"
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"A.  Each individual establishment shall not exceed 5, 000
square feet of gross floor area and the conbined total of
all contiguous comercial establishments shall not exceed
15, 000 square feet of gross floor area;"

The Commttee al so agreed that the code may be easier to
interpret if the order of sections 21A 12.230 A and B were
reversed. The Code Devel opnent Coordi nator will schedul e
maki ng t he change when the section of code is anended.

Concl usi on:

Even when the project conplies with the criteria of K C C
21A.12.230 A, it nust also conply with K. C.C. 21A 12.230 B
and not be less than one mle from another establishnent. The
code requires that they either be |ocated on the sane property
or on an adjoining (contiguous) property. Separated properties
woul d not meet the criteria of contiguous.
