Issue violation notices and/or
legal notices and orders of King County Code violations. Coordinate public hearing process for administrative appeals of permit decisions.
Conduct pre-construction meetings to review conditions and plans. Conduct random and scheduled inspections to determine compliance with
requirements. Issue correction notices and Stop Work orders. Perform final inspections and issue punch lists. Conduct inspections of
permitted mining operations and coordinate reclamation with Washington State Department of Natural Resources. Review construction and
site plans and permit applications for major commercial, institutional, public or residential developments to safeguard life, property and public
welfare. Respond to public inquiries on site development issues.
