Conduct site
reconnaissance, perform land and in-water surveys, maintain field notes, operate survey equipment and data
collectors, and perform survey calculations surveys. Perform lead engineering, analyses and administrative
support tasks required for coordinating floodplain management permit reviews between the Department and
Natural Resources and Parks (DNRP) and the Department of Development and Environmental Services (DDES)
consistent with adopted policies and procedures for flood hazard certifications and elevation certificates.
Compile technical, mapping and permit documentation in support of King County's annual Community Rating
System (CRS) verification audit by the Insurance Services Organization (ISO) and the Federal Emergency
Management Agency (FEMA). Respond to public and agency inquiries related to floodplain management
issues, maps, regulations, historic data, technical studies and information and requirements of King County flood
hazard codes and standards. Coordinate responses to the public and property owners on floodplain inquiries,
dissemination of technical information and mapping, survey and related information. Assist with flood warning
and emergency response services.
