The chair's striker allows for a two-year 
update option, in place of the midpoint 
at year 4.  The chair's striker also 
includes removing the "data 
requirement" so that these two-year 
updates only need a motion that 
specifies the scope of work.

Removes the two-year update option, and 
returns to the transmitted proposal of a midpoint 
update that occurs in year 4.  Maintains removal 
of the "data requirement".

The chair's striker does not include 
deadlines for the two-year update.

The chair's striker includes language to 
require a performance audit of the 
subarea planning program as part of the 
2021-2022 biennium.

In the absence of council 15 

approval by September 15, the executive shall proceed to implement the scope as 16 

transmitted.    If such a motion is adopted, the executive shall transmit a midpoint update 17 

by the last business day of June of the following year after adoption of the motion.  The 18 
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council shall have until June 30 of the following year after transmittal to adopt a midpoint 19 

update." 20
