Appeals Committee: Appeals Committee had an appeal. Met with client heard the appeal and made our decision. The Appeals Committee upheld the decision made by the program. We took our takeaways and discussed afterwards with staff.

Veterans Consortium: No meeting, the Consortium will meet tomorrow February 22, 2018
Bryan Fry introduced the new KC Program Supervisor of our Bell Town office 
· Final Word is a great resources for employment news and employers for veterans.  
· Seattle office has put the requisition in to fill the Social Service  position 
Bryan Fry gave a brief program overview: KC Veterans Program. We are really trying to open this space to our partners that are serving our mutual clients, we continue to book appointments for clients to meet with DVA for claims, and we have WDVA PTSD counselor on site every Tuesday. We have SSVF and YWCA onsite on Mondays dealing with housing needs. We are partnering with the VASH program, who is working with veterans needing permanent support for housing; they work with clients to get vouchers. Starting in March 2018 they will be holding their orientation here. .  
Monthly Reports: Bryan Fry gave a brief overview on the Financial Charts and Veterans Program. Bryan talked about the employment and jobs report. We ended up having 207 placements for 2017 at this point as of today 140 of those have 90 day retention. The average wage was 19.56 per hour. We had 58 clients enter education programs and out of those 42 completed the programs. 

 Leo Flor gave a quick update on process of the Levy Implementation. We have passed and are now about to get the appropriation for first year transition plans. It is a continuation of the former Levy Programs for the first year, and it has added funding for Senior Centers, now we are working on the implementation plan. Leo also gave a brief update on the Governesses Plan; we have transmitted a plan in August 2017, for restructure of the Levy Oversight board and the King County Veterans Advisory Board to integrate the two boards. The plan has been considered by the Regional Policy Committee amended the plan and added another board, specific to housing. The plan now has to go back to Health, Housing and Human Service Committee and will take this up in February 2018.  
Motion on the floor: To extend the have the KC Advisory Board Election in April 2018 and hold a one year term for new members and hold the Annual Training/Retreat in May 2018.
