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Deflated inner tubes can 
be collected for free in 
various sizes from local 
bicycle repair shops. They 
are sturdy and easy to 
use.

Hooking together two 
bungee cords can be an  
inexpensive and  
effective way to secure 
container liners.

Binder clips work 
well for securing clear 
plastic bags to recycling 
containers, but are not 
recommended for  
thinner compostable 
bag liners.

This reduces 
solid waste but 
may require 
containers to be 
rinsed daily when 
emptied.
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
