Attached for your information is the Park-and-Ride Lot Utilization Report for 4th Quarter 2005,
which includes a comparison with 4th Quarter 2004 capacity, usage and utilization figures. This
report provides utilization information for all permanent and leased park-and-ride lots within King
County.

Daily park-and-ride use rose by 492 vehicles this quarter over 4™ Quarter 2004, an increase of
3.4%. Higher gasoline prices and employment levels have contributed significantly to this rise.
Total parking capacity expanded by 50 spaces this quarter due to an increase in spaces at Calvary
Christian Assembly P&R lot.

Construction continues on the Issaquah Highlands Park-and-Ride garage and on Sound Transit’s
South Sammamish Park-and-Ride Lot and Federal Way Transit Center parking garage. These three
lots are scheduled to open in first quarter 2006.

SUMMARY OF CHANGES TO THE
PARK-AND-RIDE LOT INVENTORY - 4th QUARTER 2005

Park-and-Ride Lot Changes and Construction Updates:

East District:

Lot # 721 / Mercer Island P&R

The Mercer Island lot will close temporarily during first quarter 2006, for about 1 year while
Sound Transit builds a new 450-space P&R garage and transit center. Existing park-and-ride
customers will be directed to leased lots on the island and to the Eastgate Park-and-Ride lot.

Lot # 759 / Issaquah Highlands P&R Garage, 1755 Highlands Drive NE, Issaquah 98027
(the intersection of Highlands Drive NE and NE High Street)

Construction of the 1,000 parking space garage continues on schedule. The 5-floor garage is
scheduled to open February 13, 2006. The Issaquah Highlands Interim park-and-ride, located
next to the new garage, will close when the garage opens.

Sound Transit Lot # 854 / South Sammamish Park-and-Ride Lot, 3015 228™ Avenue SE,
Sammamish 98074 (the intersection of 228™ Avenue SE and Issaquah-Pine Lake Road)
This new park-and-ride lot will have 265 spaces and is scheduled to open in first quarter 2006.

Lot #575 / St Margaret’s Episcopal leased P&R address changed from 4228 128th Avenue
SE to 4228 Factoria Blvd SE in Bellevue 98006.

South District:

Sound Transit Lot # 877 / Federal Way Transit Center, 31261 23" Avenue South,
Federal Way 98003 (the intersection of 23" Avenue South and South 317™ Street)

This Sound Transit park-and-ride garage is scheduled to open February 11, 2006, and will
have approximately 1,200 parking spaces. New access ramps will provide a direct connection
between the Transit Center and I-5 for buses, carpools and vanpools. These ramps may open
later than the transit center.

The Metro “Federal Way Transit Center” (Lot #733) located at S. 320" Street and 23™ Avenue
S will be renamed the “Federal Way/S. 320" St. Park-and-Ride Lot” to help differentiate
between the two lots.

North District:

Lot #503 / Calvary Christian Assembly Church leased P&R increased by 50 spaces, from
75 to 125, effective November 1.

SYSTEM-WIDE SUMMARY

There are 124 park-and-ride lots in King County Metro Transit’s service area with a total capacity
of 21,381 parking spaces. Of these lots, 64 are permanent and 60 are leased. During the 4t
Quarter of 2005 the combined utilization rate was 71%, the same rate as in 4™ Quarter 2004.
Actual use increased by 492 vehicles or 3.4%.

Below are the 4™ Quarter 2005 system-wide statistics for all permanent and leased park-and-ride
lots. This system-wide summary shows lots by category, capacity, and utilization rates (actual and
percentage). Capacity reflects spaces available; it does not include accessible spaces or spaces
reserved for other uses, except in Sound Transit lots.

PERMANENT PARK-AND-RIDE LOTS

During the 4™ Quarter of 2005, 13,709 of the 18,989 available permanent park-and-ride spaces
were used on an average daily basis. This is an increase of 3% or 361 vehicles over 4™ Quarter
2004. Permanent lots in all 3 districts showed usage increases, with the largest being a gain of
180 vehicles per day in the East District.
