FOURTH QUARTER 2009

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

A. Fourth Quarter 2009 Highlights

This report provides fourth quarter 2009 utilization information for the 130 park-and-ride
facilities currently operating within the King County Metro Transit (Metro) service area.
These park-and-rides represent a total capacity of 25,126 parking spaces. Parking
capacity has increased by 602 spaces, or 2% over fourth quarter 2008. During this
quarter, 17,614 spaces were used on a daily basis, a utilization rate equal to 70% of
parking capacity. Usage declined by 768 vehicles or 4% from fourth quarter 2008. Still,
more than half of the 65 permanent park-and-ride lots averaged 80 percent or higher
utilization rates during the fourth quarter.

In the fourth quarter of 2009 economic forces continue to affect park-and-ride usage. The
local economy is still weak, resulting in loss of jobs, but some sectors of the economy are
beginning to recover. It is uncertain how park-and-ride usage will be affected in 2010.

The price of gasoline steadily increased in the first half of 2009 but began to level off in the
second half of the year. Retail gas prices began the quarter at $2.92 per gallon and ended
the quarter at $2.81 per gallon. The quarter closed with gas prices $0.95 per gallon or
51% higher than the gas price of $1.86/gallon in December 2008*.

B. Park-and-Ride Changes

No permanent or leased park-and-ride lots opened or closed this quarter.

C. Construction Updates

Brickyard Park-and-Ride — Construction began June 12, 2009, on expansion of the
Brickyard Park-and-Ride that will add about 200 parking spaces at the south end of the lot
when completed. When the north portion of the existing lot is restriped and the entire park-
and-ride opens, Brickyard will have approximately 450 regular parking spaces and nine
accessible spaces (7 general purpose ADA and 2 Van ADA spaces). The project includes
a second entrance with a new traffic signal and controlled entrance/egress for general
purpose traffic.

Earlier in the project, it was anticipated that construction would be completed at the end of
2009; the estimated opening date has been adjusted to March 15 of this year. In the
intervening period, parking capacity and locations within Brickyard will fluctuate as closure
of the north section for restriping is coordinated with opening part of the new section.
Construction staging by the contractor which temporarily removed 23 spaces, reducing
Brickyard’s regular parking capacity to 219 spaces during the construction phase, was
restored in January 2010 to the original 242 parking spaces.

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Monthly park-and-ride vehicle counts are taken by Metro Service Quality Supervisors and
Sound Transit security staff. These monthly counts are averaged to show quarterly
utilization. Trends in park-and-ride use are monitored and used when planning for new
lots and changes in transit service.
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PERMANENT PARK-AND-RIDE LOTS

During the fourth quarter of 2009, an average 16,226 of the 22,546 available, permanent
park-and-ride spaces were used on a daily basis. This is 431 fewer vehicles or 3 percent
below fourth quarter 2008. Lingering effects of the weakened economy, several changes
to Northgate area park-and-rides, a reconfigured lot in Burien following construction, and a
new Redmond garage contributed to the lower usage number for the quarter. The North
District was lower by 298 vehicles per day and the South District by 291 vehicles per day,
but the East District had an increase in utilization of 158 vehicles per day.

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LEASED PARK-AND-RIDE LOTS

Sixty-five park-and-ride lots leased from or donated by private property owners provide
2,580 parking spaces for King County commuters, or 10 percent of the total park-and-ride
capacity. During fourth quarter 2009, usage decreased by 337 vehicles or 20% below
fourth quarter 2008. Usage was nearly unchanged in the North District at one less vehicle
per day, but the East District was lower by 129 vehicles per day and the South District by
207 vehicles per day.

A. Park-and-Ride Changes — No leased park-and-ride lots opened or closed this quarter.

St. Margaret's Episcopal Church in Bellevue (lot #575) will close January 1, 2010. The
church sold a portion of the parking lot for development. Commuters have been directed
to three nearby park-and-ride locations.
