Renton without discrimination based on race, religion, color, national origin, sex, age, income or economic
status, political affiliation, military status, sexual orientation, or physical, mental, or sensory ability; and

‘I41iereas, Renton believes in the dignity, equality, and constitutional and civil rights of all people, and will

not tolerate hate, discrimination, harassment, or behavior that creates fear, isolation, or intimidation; and

‘Wñereas, City of Renton employees and elected leaders strongly support these principles and strive to

embody these ideals every day as they provide critical services such as police, fire, parks, public works, and
much more in an inclusive and equitable manner to all residents, visitors, and businesses in Renton; and
