Use these instructions to ask a Judge to “undo” an order or judgment. Do not use these instructions
if you are asking to “undo” a temporary order signed by a Commissioner.

Talk to a lawyer, if you can

Step 2: How to choose a court date.

Date: Contact the correct Judge’s bailiff and ask for a hearing date. You can speak with a facilitator
or read the local rules (LFLR 5). This date must be at least nine court days from the date you
plan to have the other party personally served.

Time: Ask Bailiff for the time of the hearing

Room: Ask the Bailiff for the room number

Step 3:  Make copies.

e COriginal set, except the Order, is to file with the Clerk’s office.
e Copy lis for your records.

e Copy 2 is to serve the other party.

e Copy 3 is for the Judge

e Copy 4 is for the Prosecuting Attorney’s Office only if you are seeking to vacate an
Order of Child Support and the child(ren) receives or has received public assistance.

Step 4: Take the originals of your completed forms to the Clerk’s Office
to submit Ex Parte via the Clerk.

Ex Parte via the Clerk is a service provided by the Clerk’s Office. Submit your Motion and the
Order to Go to Court (Order to Show Cause) to the Clerk and pay the Ex Parte via the Clerk
processing fee. The Clerk will present the Order to the Commissioner for you. After the Order
has been signed the Clerk will automatically file the original documents and return a copy of the
Order to you via the method you requested. You cannot proceed until this Order is signed
by a Commissioner.

You can submit your documents to the Clerk’s Office (room 2C in Kent and E-609 in Seattle),

You may also provide your papers electronically to Ex Parte via the Clerk. Please see:

There is a fee; if you cannot afford to pay the fee, apply to waive the fee. Forms and instructions

Step 5:  Deliver the Judge’s Copy.

The Judge’s copy is a set of all forms from Step 1, including the Order and turn it in at least 9
court days before your hearing date.

NOTE: Your assigned judge will tell you how they like to receive working copies. Make sure to
follow all instructions from your assigned judge. If the judge does not specify how they would
like to receive working copies, you may:

1. E-file the Judge’s working copies via the Clerk’s Office E-Working Copies:

2. Take this set of copies to the Judge’s Mailroom (C203 in Seattle and 2D in Kent) and turn it
in any time before 12:00 noon at least 9 court days before your hearing date.

Step 6: Have the other party served.
What to serve
Copies of all the forms from step 1, as well as the signed Order to Go to Court from step 4, need
to be served on the other party.
Deadline for service
The documents must be served at least 9 court days before the hearing you scheduled.
How to serve
= Someone over 18 — not you — must serve (give) the other party copies of your court papers.
= After serving, the server fills out the Proof of Personal Service form (FL All Family 101) and
gives it to you. (If the other party is personally served outside Washington State, fill out and
file form FL All Family 102 also.)
= File the original Proof of Personal Service with the Clerk. Keep a copy. You will need it at
your hearing.
Step 7: Reply to any Response (if applicable)
If the other party chooses to respond to your motion, they must do so by 12 noon 4 court days
before the hearing. If you wish to reply to their response, you must do so by 12 noon 2 court
days before the hearing.
Step 8: Prepare for the hearing.
The Judge’s Bailiff will let you know if you are to appear over the phone or virtually through
Zoom.
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
