Councilmember De’Sean Quinn opened the meeting at 10:00am with introductions and
Grounding.

ACTION ITEMS:

A. Approve - July 30, 2020 JRC meeting minutes
Chair De’Sean Quinn entertained a motion to approve May 2020 JRC meeting minutes.
Councilmember Hill motioned to approve.
Carol Helland seconded the motion.

B. Skykomish Recapture

King County JRC CDBG Consortium members reviewed, discussed recapturing $250,000 in
2018 Funding Award to prevent flooding in parts of Skykomish. JRC had previously
extended project. Various conditions have prevented Town meeting to move forward with
FEMA NEPA. Construction is likely not to begin until 2022.

Councilmember Quinn called for motion on recapturing the funds from the 2018 Skykomish
project.

Councilmember Hill motioned to approve recapturing the Skykomish funds. Councilmember
McHenry seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously.

King County Community Development Program Manager, Laurie Wells, provided an overview of
Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) projects requesting contract extensions due to COVID-
related delays.
Grant contract extensions to facilitate project delivery completion.
CDBG Consortium members.
Clyde Hill made a motion to approve the
recommendation for Habitat. Kevin LeClair seconded the motion. Motion 1 passed unanimously.

Tina llvonen briefed JRC on the current HFP funding round.

Discussion: Kevin LeClair asked whether weighting or other prioritization was given to projects that fall
into multiple categories - if a project isn’t funded in one area, could it be funded in an area with more
money available? Tina llvonen confirmed that is the current practice.

B. Update — 2021 State Legislative Priorities
Attachment C
Al D’Alessandro

Al D’Alessandro introduced the draft 2021 State Legislative Agenda for review.

INCREASE DOCUMENT RECORDING FEE TO MEET DEMAND

Al highlighted recording fee increase and making recent new revenue sources more flexible - like the 1%
sales tax, available to greatest local needs like land acquisition. He said flexibility would also help address
both the immediate need for COVID relief and ongoing O&M funding. Recommendation to remove the
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present 30% AMI floor on the sales tax source because it rules out serving the people in greatest need
and specifies that funding could be used for capital services. He clarified that affordable housing sales tax
increase could be used for homeless single adults.

Carol Helland asked how much the anticipated recording fee increase would generate. Al said advocates
recommended $100 increase and actual money generated would depend. Prioritize funding for homeless
and housing insecurity from anticipated budget cuts.

Carol Helland — expressed concern about the relationship between unmet demand and upper limit of the
recording fee. Would be more supportive if there’s order of magnitude added. Inclusion of retrofitting
congregate shelters and providing PPE re: COVID is a concern because there isn’t enough funding for
shelters as-is. Suggested deleting retrofitting and focus more narrowly on shelters.

Make Existing Revenue Sources More Responsive to Local Needs

Carol Helland supports allowing the councilmanic 0.1% sales tax option (RCW 82.14.530) to be used for
property acquisition (not just construction) to support a speedy response to chronic homelessness and
affordable housing needs; and thinks updating the allowable populations for lodging taxes and affordable
housing/behavioral health sales taxes needs more specificity to clarify tax source.

Chris Ross likes the flexibility and expands that cities may choose to support or donate monies to arts
and other homeless solutions in other cities without needing an ILA to allow for easier inter-city
collaboration.

Clyde Hill would like more local input into decision making to ensure local control”. Chris Ross agreed
with Clyde Hill.

Invest $250 Million in the House Trust Fund (HTF)
No comments.

Maintain Funding for ABD/HEN Participants

No comments.

Adopt Statewide Tenant Protections Including: “just cause” evictions and expand it statewide,
manufactured and mobile home relocation safety, and Housing Justice Act to erase prejudice against
renters based on prior criminal records.

Clyde Hill: Interprets it as impacting the landlord/leaseholder and forcing them to either sell the property
or occupy it themselves, displacing the current occupants and further reducing the rental supply. His
recommendation is that we find a different solution that wouldn’t negatively impact the mortgage holder.

Al replied: advocates would like to expand the homeowner foreclosure protections for small landlords.

Carol Helland commented that the JRC support the general work of the Affordable Housing Taskforce.
She noted that the description refers to “arrest record” vs. “criminal record” which is a little different and
suggested replacing criminal with arrest, as well as committing to supporting the workgroup’s future
recommendations in general vs. commenting on specifics.

Chris Ross stated that he believes nonpayment should be considered just cause for eviction and that the
law as written only protects the tenants at the expense of landlords as there is no mortgage assistance.
He would prefer to keep these decisions at the local level vs. statewide level and that protecting landlords
against foreclosure isn’t a good solution. If asked to vote, he would vote against it, believes it hurts the
small landlord more than it helps tenants.
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Mark Ellerbrook asked whether Clyde Hill's and Chris Ross’ concerns could be addressed with a
language change re: COVID specifically. Mark stated that he thought there were two separate issues
being discussed, avoiding arbitrary evictions, as well as COVID-specific evictions. He thinks we could add
language for 2" about “working with tenants and landlords to offset impacts of COVID...etc.” so we don't
disincentivize affordable housing by putting undue burden on landlords not receiving rent.

Collen Brandt-Schluter — replied that her constituents are very concerned about what happens when the
eviction moratorium is lifted and more money is needed. She suggested adding language about
mandatory payment plans for landowner assistance so they aren’t left high and dry, but there is a need to
be thoughtful about how to help people stay housed, as evictions also impact renters’ future ability to find
a place to go.

Amy McHenry — liked idea about supporting workgroups.
Clyde Hill —replied is that it punishes small landowners. He stated that rental payment eventually helps
landowner but jeopardizes their credit and believes will result in fewer rentals on the market as they

convert properties to private homes. He agreed with Amy McHenry about seeking a more balanced
approach for all that would not negatively impact small landlords.

C. Program Report — Eviction Prevention & Rental Assistance
Laurie Wells

Laurie Wells provided an update that King County is working with 10 agencies that are cutting checks,
and 25 CBOs. County priority is to get rent paid but doesn’t have a lot of data to share to date. County is
developing a dashboard and will share it with the JRC.

Kristin Pula offered a session for JRC members interested in going through dashboard once it is
available, and to answer specific questions at that time.

D. Sound Cities Association — Alternate JRC Representatives
Councilmember Clyde Hill

SCA staff would like to establish two new alternate seats. Kirkland and Lake Forest Park have been
nominated to serve as the new JRC alternates.

No comments.

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Reduction in 2020 Entitlement Amounts for CDBG and HOME

Issue: The U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) notified King County
that they reduced the County’s 2020 entitlement amounts by $866 in CDBG county-wide
funds and $952 in HOME funds.

Background: HUD notified King County in April of the 2020 entitlement amounts for CDBG
and HOME. However, in November HUD notified us that a field office in California had
miscalculated an entitlement which affected jurisdictions throughout the country, including
King County.

The typical process, as identified in the Interlocal Consortium Agreement (ICA), is to take the
CDBG entitlement amount and “run it through” the waterfall to determine set aside amounts
including administration, human services, housing repair, etc. This includes funding for the
Joint Agreement Cities (JACs).

If allocated through the waterfall, the reduced CDBG entitlement would have little effect on
set aside funding and would require substantial staff and partner effort. For example, in a
modified (reduced by $866) waterfall, human services would be reduced by $130. There are
approximately 10 contracts that staff would have to amend by the end of December to
reduce funding. Additionally, three of the human services contracts have already spent all
their funding.

HUD has not notified us whether the $866 county-wide reduction includes some small
decreases for the JACs. If there were small decreases to the JACs, we would be required to
amend all five contracts to adjust accordingly.

There are unallocated CDBG and HOME funds available that could cover these minor
entitlement reductions. King County will submit an amendment to the 2020 Annual Action
Plan to reflect reduced funding. In order to expedite the amendment process, staff
recommends that the County use unallocated funds to absorb CDBG reductions on behalf of
the Consortium and JACs and not run the reduction through the waterfall, and recommends
that the County absorb HOME reductions with available unallocated funds.

Action Requested: Review, discuss and approve staff recommendation that the County
use unallocated CDBG and HOME dollars to cover the entitlement reductions, and not
process the CDGB reduction through the waterfall.

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2020 Housing Capital RFP Recommendations: JRC Review

Background:

The JRC provides advice and recommendations for two sources of funding awarded to housing capital projects:
Federal HOME Investment Partnerships (HOME) funds and Regional Affordable Housing Program (RAHP)
funds. HOME funds are reviewed by the King County Consortium; RAHP funds are reviewed by the Consortium

and the City of Seattle. Available 2020 capital funds for these two sources are estimated as follows:

HOME $ 6,400,028
HOME CHDO

$ 1,109,412
(Community Home Development Organization)
RAHP - Seattle $ 511,612
RAHP - Non-Seattle $ 917,473
HOME & RAHP Total $ 8938525

HOME & RAHP Eligible Uses and Priorities:

The King County Housing Finance Program (HFP) published a request for proposal (RFP) on August 6 including
the availability of HOME and RAHP funding, among other sources, that may be used for housing capital
projects. The eligible uses and priorities published in the RFP for homeless/extremely low-income/affordable
housing for RAHP and HOME funds are as follows:

RAHP Eligible Uses:
e Households with incomes at or below 50% AMI

e RAHP can be used to serve households who are homeless or who have special needs

HOME Eligible Uses:
e Households with incomes at or below 60% AMI (up to 80% AMI for home ownership projects)
e Up to 15% of the HOME funds will be awarded to a qualified Community Housing Development

Organization

HOME and RAHP Priorities:
e Set aside a majority of units (50% or more) for homeless individuals and families and participate in CEA
e Serve special needs populations such as (but not limited to) households with mental iliness, disabled
and/or developmentally disabled who are also experiencing homelessness
e Provide access to case management and behavioral health services
e Leverage other resources for both the construction and operations of the project, including social

services expenses

JRC Action Needed: Concur with or provide alternate recommendations for the 2020 housing capital
project recommendations using HOME and RAHP funds. Specific funding recommendations will be
provided at the 12/3/20 meeting.

All 21 applications received are eligible for either RAHP and/or HOME funds. The full project application list is

included below, and all project review memos are attached in the packet for JRC review.

DRAFT 2021 State Legislative Priorities

1. INCREASE DOCUMENT RECORDING FEE TO MEET DEMAND
Increase the document recording fee by $100 to address the unmet demand for Operating, Rental
Assistance and Services funds for affordable housing and support shelters.

Operating funding needs for over 3,000 current permanent supportive housing units in King County,
supported primarily by document recording fee revenue, are expected to outpace revenue over the next
five years. A document recording fee increase (or other dedicated revenue source), with an automatic
increase for inflation, would address this imminent gap and preserve access to housing for individuals
experiencing chronic homelessness.

2. MAKE EXISTING REVENUE SOURCES MORE RESPONSIVE TO LOCAL NEEDS

The King County Affordable Housing Committee estimates it will cost approximately $20 billion to
construct or preserve, operate, and service 44,000 homes affordable at 0-50% Area Median Income (AMI)
between 2019 and 2024 in order to make significant progress toward the region’s goal to ensure that no
household pays more than 30% of its income on housing by 2044.

Greater flexibility is needed in two current revenue options to ensure the King County region has a diverse
stock of affordable homes and serves people experiencing homelessness and at-risk of homelessness:

e Councilmanic 0.1% sales tax option (RCW 82.14.530)
o Allow the subject tax to be used for property acquisition (not just construction) to support a
speedy response to chronic homelessness and affordable housing needs;
o Update the allowable populations to more effectively meet local housing needs:
o Clarify that funding can support housing for homeless single adults;
o Allow funding to support existing units of affordable housing, not just new
ones.

e Lodging taxes and affordable housing/behavioral health sales taxes:
e Update the allowable populations to more effectively meet local housing needs:
= Remove the 30% AMI floor on housing related lodging tax revenue expenditures; and
=  Permit lodging tax funds to support capital for youth service space.

3. INVEST $250 MILLION IN THE HOUSING TRUST FUND (HTF)

The HTF is the state’s primary source of financial equity for developing affordable housing across
Washington State. It is a critical source of leverage for housing programs in King County. When the HTF is
increased, the region gains additional permanent supportive homeless housing and other affordable
homes.

4. MAINTAIN FUNDING FOR ABD/HEN PARTICIPANTS

The Housing & Essential Needs (HEN) and Aged, Blind, and Disabled (ABD) programs help provide housing
stability for people with disabilities and those experiencing homelessness. A much-needed increase to HEN
occurred in 2020. For 2021-22, the Commerce Department proposed cutting back HEN funding to 2017-19

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levels. This proposal would reduce funding in King County by an estimated $8 million and eliminate
services for approximately 640 residents. Washington State must maintain these critical supports at 2020
levels.

5. ADOPT STATEWIDE TENANT PROTECTIONS

Pass statewide protections against discriminatory and arbitrary evictions, increase resources for rental
assistance and foreclosure prevention, and support housing stability in response to the COVID economic
recession.

e Currently, only Seattle, Auburn, Burien, and Federal Way have just cause policies in place that
prohibit landlords from evicting tenants for “no cause.” Landlords in the rest of Washington State
can terminate a renter’s tenancy for “no cause” as long as they follow the terms of the lease and
provide 20 days’ notice. This creates uncertainty for renters, who are at risk of homelessness when
they are unable to find a suitable, affordable home they can afford within 20 days. Just Cause
eviction protections would require that landlords show cause (from an enumerated list) in order to
terminate tenancy before the end of a lease.

e Respond to increased housing instability caused by the COVID-19 pandemic through resources for
rental assistance and foreclosure prevention.

e  Existing manufactured home (mobile home) relocation reimbursements and notice requirements
are outdated and do not adequately meet current market conditions. Make it easier for
manufactured home park tenants to maintain housing stability by increasing both the amount of
relocation assistance and tenant notice protections, particularly for park closures, to better reflect
market realities.

e Pass the Housing Justice Act to ban discrimination against renters impacted by the criminal justice
system (SB 6490/HB 2878 from 2020).
