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Brightwater fast facts

• Sewage treated daily (in 2015): 17 million gallons
• Population served: 226,000
• Area served: 67 square miles
• Loop Biosolids produced: 3,254 dry tons
• Recycled water used or distributed:

570 million gallons
• Sequestered carbon: 4,533 metric tons of carbon

dioxide equivalent – about the same as taking 1000
cars off the road
