« Make transfers easier with frequent and accessible service, with early
and late trips that provide transfers to/from Link.

» More transfer opportunities so riders can travel to different local and
regional destinations.

« Speed and reliability, with more direct paths on faster routes where
possible.

* Frequent - The bus comes every 15 minutes or less during peak periods and every 30
minutes or less during off-peak periods.

* Local - All-day bus service that does not meet the standard for frequent.

* Peak-only — The bus comes only 5-9 a.m. and 3-7 p.m. These are the times of day Metro
and Sound Transit sees the most riders, usually regular commuting times, Monday through
Friday.
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
