Chair Pam Carter welcomed members to the meeting.

Olivia Robinson, Wastewater Treatment Division (WTD) Government Relations, took attendance by roll
call. A quorum was in attendance.

A motion was made and seconded to approve the June meeting summary. The motion carried
by voice vote.

Pam thanked members who participated in the Brightwater Education Center Tour. Members had an
opportunity to review the updated exhibits in the center and get an update on Reclaimed Water.

Pam provided an update on future in-person MWPAAC meetings. The Executive Board had thought we
could start meeting in person in September, but that may not be the case. We are making tentative
plans and hoping to meet in person at some point in the fall. Future meetings may also have an online
component, which helps with attendance. Pam reminded member there is no General meeting in
November and the December meeting is scheduled early on December 8.

2. Wastewater Treatment Division Director’s Report — Kamuron Gurol,
Division Director, Wastewater Treatment Division (WTD)

Kamuron, WTD Division Director, began his report with some good news that WTD recently issued

$565 million in sewer revenue bonds and limited-tax general obligation bonds with an average interest

rate 1.98% and average life of 12-years. This will yield 90 million in savings for the next 26 years. Solid

credit ratings have helped secure the low interest rates. In July, Moody’s affirmed the Aal rating on

WTD's sewer revenue bonds, with a stable outlook. Also, S&P affirmed its AA+ rating, with a stable
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outlook. Kamuron thanked Hiedi Popochock, Courtney Black, and their finance staff for their great
work that yields savings for our ratepayers.

Kamuron reported that he and the Clean Water Plan team have met with MWPAAC members on
several occasions to discuss the Clean Water Plan and continue to discuss the feedback provided with
our team. One item that is clear is that MWPAAC and other interested parties feel that the process is
moving too fast. WTD agrees with that and we want to take enough time to work with the region to
ensure they feel comfortable with the process. WTD also heard feedback about the scope of the plan,
complexity of topics, and other items. The region does have a tough decision to make on the decades
ahead and we want to make sure the plan is clear about the investments to be made, and that there is
confidence in those investments and what they will provide. You will hear today that we are getting to
the midpoint of the planning process. | am confident we will have the time to have the discussions
needed to work through the feedback and continue the conversation. Please continue to contact Olivia
or Sharman if you are interested in discussion.
