GENERAL ADMINISTRATIVE ORDER

WHEREAS' the court,recognizes that persons may have an inability to appear in person orremotely for infraction hearings and acclss.to justice;s i;il;;;. Non-appearance in thesematters results in a Failure to Appear (FTA) court rr,linur"T",rl,, .aaitional fees being imposed,and' when required, reporting oitucn rras to the Department of License which can result inlicense suspensions; and

WHEREAS, the failure toappear or respond and license suspensions for non-criminal mattershas had a negative economic impact on individuars across the state; and

WTTEREAS' access to public transportation is limited and where available, may pose anincreased risk to some populations.^

WHEREAS, there ars many populations for whom the utilization of a vehicle is the onlymeansof transportation for employment, medicaineeds, and

THEREFORE, it is now ORDERED:

If a defendant or their attomey contacts the court within 
9n€ year ofthe date of the citation beingissued' by telephone or in wriiing, and requests to have their
