1. Does a proposed sign wthin the Kl ahani e Shoppi ng Center
meet the definition of a directional sign? (Ken
Di nsnor e)

Di scussi on:

The Conmi ttee discussed the definition of K C.C. 21A 06.1105 --
"Sign, directional: a sign designed to guide or direct
pedestrian or vehicular traffic to an area, place or

conveni ence, and may include incidential graphics such as trade
nanmes and trademarks." -- and the general sign requirements in
K.C.C. 21A 20.060 E -- "Directional signs shall not be included
in the sign area or nunber limtation of K C.C. 21A 20.070 -

. 110, provided they shall not exceed six square feet in surface
area and are limted to one for each entrance or exit to
surface parking areas or parking structure.”

The Commttee further discussed that the intent of the rezone
conditions noting only directional signs allowed on the rear of
the building was to limt the inpact on adjacent properties.

Concl usi on:

The proposed sign does not neet the definition of a directional
sign. The conpany (tenant) nane is not incidental to the sign.
The rezone limts the height of signs to 10 feet, which may

negate the effectiveness of the proposed sign.

| ssue:

2. Referring to the RRC neeting mnutes of July 23, 1999, and
the intent of the rezone conditions discussed (dated July
28, 1993), what is neant by a "service door?" (Geg
Bor ba)

Di scussi on:

The di scussion fromthe RRC neeting of July 23, 1999 was
revisited. The conclusion at that tinme was to accept the
Hearing Exam ner's Condition #30, specific to the use of an
"enmergency exit" door at the rear of a building. As the intent
of this condition was to |limt the inpact on adjoi ning
properties, the Conmttee made the suggestion to have an
alternative access to the daycare's play area.

After further discussion, the Commttee agreed that the use of
access during the day by the daycare facility would not cause
nighttinme inpacts to the area. The door will not be used for
deliveries or services, but is used during daytine hours only
to access the daycare's play area.

Concl usi on:

After further review to ensure the daycare neets al

requi renents, the Prosecuting Attorney agreed that the daycare
is allowed to use the service door during daytinme hours.

| ssue:

3. Is a plant (horticultural) nursery a permtted use in an
agricultural zone?
Site Devel opnent Services has determ ned that conversion
froman agricultural use to a plant nursery is not exenpt
fromthe Sensitive Areas Code or fromthe O earing and
Grading Code. Therefore, a new nursery woul d have to
abi de by the buffer requirenents of the Sensitive Areas
Code.ls this a correct interpretation? (Laura Casey)

Scussi on:
.C. 21A.08.090. A indicates that "growi ng and harvesting of
rops" is a permtted agricultural use in an agricultural zone.
K.C.C. 16.82.050.A 17.b. and d. differentiate between
agricultural uses and horticultural uses within a sensitive
area. K C. C. 21A 24.050.B.2. exenpts specific agricultural
activities fromthe Sensitive Areas Code requirenents.

The Conmi ttee concluded that a plant nursery is allowed in an
agricultural zone but not wthin setbacks to sensitive areas.
