21A. 24. 075, Modification or waiver of sensitive area
requirenents -- urban lots) (Steve Bottheim

D scussi on:

K.C.C. 21A 24.075 refers to "m nor devel opnent” in the first
paragraph. The situation is that an applicant would like to
build a duplex on a parcel and wants to know if the duplex is
considered a m nor devel opnent, thus allowing it to be
considered for nodification or waiver

K.C.C. 21A 24.075 states that "The purpose of this section
is to provide an alternative to the variance, and
exception processes for mnor devel opnent. A further
purpose of this section is to mnimze inpacts to
sensitive areas by allow ng mnor nodifications of the
zoni ng code which allow single famly residences on
existing, legal urban lots without requiring a variance or
exception."...
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The group determ ned that the meaning of "m nor devel opnent” is
not clear and is not defined in the code. Historically, the
sensitive areas staff has applied the section only to single
famly residences. Although the neaning of "mnor" is not
clear, the second sentence in the first parapraph refers to
single famly. The word "further" adds confusion as to whether
it is a second issue or a clarification of the first sentence.

Concl usi on:

The group concluded, based on the criteria, that the intent of
K.CC 21A 24.075 is toward single fam |y residences only and
that the code should be anended to reflect that. This

concl usi on was seconded by the Prosecuting Attorney's Ofice.

| ssue:

2. Do all "devel opnent proposal s" |ocated on property
containing sensitive areas or buffers require a Notice on
Title, even if they do not increase the footprint, such as
permts for comercial and residential interior renodels,
mechani cal and fire systens, decks and signs? (K C C.
21A.24.170) (Chris Ricketts)

D scussi on:

This question was raised during the devel opnent of the
Departnment's express pernit processing program The concern is
the tinme and cost involved for sensitive areas review of snal
projects and how to stream ine the process.

K.C.C. 21A 24.170A states "The owner of any property
containing sensitive areas or buffers on which a

devel opnment proposal is submtted, except a public right-
of -way or the site of a permanent public facility, shal
file a notice approved by King County with the records and
el ections division."...

K.C.C. 21A 06.310 defines devel opnent proposal as "any
activities requiring a permt or other approval from King
County relative to the use or devel opnent of |and."

If the definition includes any permt fromDDES, it was asked if
it could be nodified through an amendnent of the Public Rul es
Chapter 21A-24; Sensitive Areas: Notice on Title.

Concl usi on:

The group determ ned that the definition of "devel opnent
proposal " nmeans anything for which a person needs a permt from
DDES. As the code is currently witten, a Notice on Title is
required to be filed and a code amendnent woul d be necessary to
all ow an exenption. It was also determned, in consultation
with the Prosecuting Attorney's Ofice, that anending the rule
will not resolve the issue and, in order to do so, the code
nmust be anended to clarify for which types of permts Notice on
Title is needed.
